It should be written clearly and systematically, outlining all procedures, materials, and experimental designs used. Novel research methods should be described comprehensively, while previously published methods can be referenced, with any significant modifications briefly noted. 
Results and Discussion

The Results is dedicated to presenting the findings of the research with clarity and precision. This section should focus on the data and outcomes, explaining them objectively without citing to other literatures or speculation. The results should be organized logically, often using tables, graphs, or figures to enhance understanding, while ensuring that the text provides a coherent narrative of the key findings. The Discussion, on the other hand, interprets and analyzes the findings in the context of the research objectives and the broader body of existing literature. This section goes beyond reporting results to explore their implications, significance, and how they align or contrast with previous studies. It may also address potential limitations of the study and suggest areas for future research.

Conclusions 

The Conclusion section of an academic paper succinctly summarizes the main findings and their implications, providing a clear and concise closure to the study. It highlights the significance of the research, answers the objectives or questions posed, and may offer recommendations for future studies or practical applications. State the conclusions in a few well-structured sentences at the end of the paper, ensuring they are directly supported by the results. Avoid introducing new data or speculation in this section; instead, focus on reinforcing the key takeaways and the value of the work within its field.
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All bibliographical references should be listed and numbered sequentially at the end of the paper, formatted in 10-point Times New Roman font and single-spaced. In the main text, references should be cited by the author’s name, followed by the publication year in parentheses. For works with more than two authors, only the first author’s name should be mentioned, followed by "et al." to represent the remaining authors. If an author has multiple works published in the same year, these should be distinguished by adding a lowercase letter (e.g., "a," "b") after the year, both in the in-text citations and the reference list. This ensures clarity and consistency in referencing throughout the paper.
