A clear and strong title is concise, descriptive, and uses precise language to reflect the main topic of the paper. It should engage the reader while avoiding jargon or unnecessary complexity. Additionally, the title must be professional and include keywords relevant to the subject matter.The title should be positioned at the top of the page, centered, and formatted in 16-point, bold, Times New Roman font. Capitalize the first letter of all nouns, pronouns, verbs, adjectives, and adverbs, while articles, coordinating conjunctions, and prepositions remain in lowercase unless they are the first word of the title.
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Author name(s) and affiliation(s)

Author names and their affiliations should be centered below the title. The names must be formatted in 12-point, bold, Times New Roman font, while their respective affiliations should appear beneath them in 10-point, regular (not bold), Times New Roman font. The email address of the corresponding author must also be included. Leave two blank lines after the author information before starting the abstract.

Abstract (12 pt, bold)

The Abstract should be informative and including objectives, materials used, treatments, major findings, and conclusions are written in a paragraph. The Abstract should not contain any undefined abbreviations. The abstract for papers should follow the “structured abstract” format. Section labels as followed by a colon. All in one paragraph. Abstract Format for original or short communication papers (250 - 300 words) in one paragraph:

Font and size:

 Use the heading “Abstract”, centered relative to the column, in bold, 12-point, Times New Roman font, with only the first letter capitalized. The abstract text should be in 12-point Times New Roman, single-spaced, and should not exceed 300 words. All manuscripts must be written in English, using 12-point Times New Roman font throughout.
